How to Use the Program Features Tool: 
The “Features” Reports on Leveraged Programs are not  full descriptions of the programs  included. Rather, they include discussion of program elements or events that are of particular interest to organizations that are considering the lessons to be learned from the experience of  these  low-income efficiency program models. Every ‘Features’ report is linked to the national inventory of WAP-Leveraged Program Descriptions which summarizes each program’s  resources and requirements.


NV WAP FEAC 

priorities 10.2.14 The Subgrantee shall give priority to eligible households in the

following order:

1. Eligible households requiring emergency assistance because the

primary heating system of the household is inoperable or unsafe

during the winter season, or the primary cooling system of the

household is inoperable or unsafe during the summer cooling

season.

2. Eligible households receiving a fixed annual credit (FAC) benefit

which is $2,000 or greater from the Welfare Division’s Energy

Assistance Program.

3. Eligible households that have one or more members who are

elderly, disabled, or children less than 6 years of age; or any

household whose FAC is $600 or more per year. In prioritizing

those households receiving an FAC in excess of $600,

consideration should be given to the dwelling type to ascertain if

priority is warranted.

Allowable Administrative costs charged to FEAC funds:  

The legislation established administraztive costs for WAP-FEAC as follows: in adition to the 3% the PUc retains,   6.5% to the local agency plus unspecified costs for outreach and ? not to exceed 10%

The first evaluation (link ) recommended legislative changes lowering the PUC share to 2% and re-evaluating the local share.
